PEOPLE OF AMEN 

The Hebrew word for faith, emunah, suggests active 

faithfulness rather than just intellectual belief. When 

people say, “I believe in God,” it is often treated as mental 

agreement rather than heartfelt devotion that leads to 

loving and serving God and others. However, as James 

writes, “Faith by itself, if it is not accompanied by action, 

is dead.” He cites Abraham as an example—his faith and 

actions worked together, and his faith was made 

complete through what he did. Faith without action 

becomes little more than empty words.  The importance 

of faith is also reflected in aman, the root of Emunah. 

Aman means to believe, trust, and support. After God 

promised to multiply his descendants, “Abram believed 

(aman) the Lord, and it was credited to him as 

righteousness” (Genesis 15:6). His faith was active; it was 

a deep act of trust and reliance on God. When God later 

asked Abraham to offer Isaac, his only son, Abraham was 

ready to obey, trusting that God could even raise Isaac 

from the dead to fulfill His promise.  The word aman is 

also the root of “Amen,” which we say at the end of our 

prayers. Like Abraham on Mount Moriah with Isaac on the 

altar, our faith calls us to trust in God even when 

circumstances challenge our understanding. We may not 

fully grasp God’s plan at times, yet we still say "Amen"—

confidently trusting in His goodness and faithfulness.
